Location This exceptionally well located development is situated off Buckingham Gate, within yards of 

Buckingham Palace. Buckingham Gate runs from Buckingham Palace in the north to Victoria 
Street in the south. Vandon Street connects Caxton Street and Buckingham Gate and is virtually 
adjacent to St James s Park underground Station. Victoria Station, Green Park, St James s Park 
and the excellent shopping facilities in Victoria Street are all located close by.  

The Property  
Murray House is a new development of 41 apartments plus ground and lower ground floor 
commercial accommodation. The block will be arranged on lower ground, ground and six upper 
floors and is due to be completed in spring 2010.   

The commercial section will have its own entrance from Vandon Street with reception area and 
platform lift solely for the use of the commercial areas.   

The lower ground floor is arranged in virtually clear space and has a maximum ceiling height of 
3.2 ms and a minimum height of 2.8 ms.  A feature of the property is a courtyard, for the sole 
use of the occupiers of this section of the building, which will be approached via four sets of 
double glazed doors which will also provide natural light to the property.
